Head Start is 

a leader in the early childhood field with a strong, clear, and comprehensive focus on all 

aspects of healthy development, including physical, cognitive, and social and emotional 

development, all of which are essential to children getting ready for school. 

School readiness goals articulate the program’s expectations of children’s status and 

progress across the five essential domains of child development and early learning. The 

five essential domains include (1) language and literacy, (2) cognition and general 

knowledge, (3) approaches to learning, (4) physical development and health, and (5) 

social and emotional development. Goals are broad statements that articulate the 

highest developmental achievement children should attain as a result of Head Start 

services. In this document, you will find the School Readiness Goals that have been 

developed by our program.

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1. What is School Readiness? 
Head Start defines school readiness as children possessing the skills, knowledge, and attitudes necessary for success in 
school and for later learning in life. The Head Start Approach to School Readiness means that children are ready for school, 
families are ready to support their children’s learning, and schools are ready for children. Historically, Head Start has led the 
early childhood field with strong, clear, and comprehensive focus on all aspects of healthy development, including social, 
emotional, cognitive, and physical development, all of which are essential to children getting ready for school.

2. What are School Readiness goals? 
As defined in 45 CFR 1307.2, School readiness goals mean the expectations of children’s status and progress across the 
domains of, physical wellbeing and health, social and emotional development, language and literacy development, 
approaches to learning, and cognition and general knowledge that will improve their readiness for kindergarten. (American 
Indian/Alaska Native Region XI Monthly Communication Newsletter No. 4) Goals are broad statements that articulate the 
highest developmental achievement children should attain as a result of Early Head Start and Head Start services. 
Agencies outline the steps of progression toward these goals through developmental sequence of age-and stage-
appropriate behaviors, skills, and knowledge that children birth-to five need to accomplish each broad goal.

3. What are the five essential domains of child development and early learning? 
The five essential domains include (1) physical well-being and health, (2) social and emotional development, (3) language 
and literacy development, (4) approaches to learning, (5) cognitive and general knowledge. School readiness goals must, at 
a minimum, address these essential domains of development and early learning. The five essential domains apply to 
infants, toddlers, and preschool-aged children and are noted at the center of the Head Start Child Development and Early 
Learning Framework. (http://eclkc.ohs.acf.hhs.gov)

4. When must programs have their school readiness goals established? 
The establishment of school readiness goals should already be part of the grantee planning process. The Head Start 
Program Performance Standards require that programs develop long-term and short term goals [1304.51 (i) (1)].See School 
Readiness FAQ’s (http://eclkc.ohs.acf.hhs.gov) 
 
5. What levels of progress do programs track toward their established goals in the five essential domains? 
Programs are to measure children’s progress at two levels: 1) individual child, and 2) program-wide. The purpose for 
tracking child level progress is to inform individualized curricular plans and conversations between program staff and 
parents in an ongoing manner. The purpose of tracking childrenôs progress at the program-wide level is to inform the 
program’s self-assessment and continuous improvement plans to ensure quality.

6. Are programs to aggregate data for various program options, including home-based and childcare?

¶ What additional information is still needed to get a complete understanding about the impacts of programming and 
services? Family members offer an incredible amount of information that is useful to programs in providing 
individualized services as well as enhancing program options.

8. Must agencies make changes after analyzing the data? 
Agencies should use the information learned from the analysis and reporting of aggregated data to do the following: 
 

¶ Take stock of current status. Be thoughtful and thorough. Use existing evidence to inform management, staff and 
parents about program, family, and child outcomes; and 

¶ Think about possible changes to procedures, tools, and practice based on current evidence. Remember: major 
changes may not be needed or prudent to children and families or to the program as a whole. Document ideas, 
discuss with others, create hypothesis, determine next steps, (including no action, small adaptations, or big 
changes), and continue to gather information and evidence over an extended period of time.

Performance Objective: BIHS will continue to provide children with a curriculum that is meaningful and relevant to the 
children, their families and the communities we serve. BIHS utilizes the Creative Curriculum 4th Edition as a Framework for 
teachers to set up an environment conducive to the development of children’s learning and parent training. In addition, BIHS 
will incorporate PATHS Curriculum (Promoting Alterative Thinking Strategies) to support goals in the areas of social and 
emotional development.  
 
Children attending Bishop Indian Head Start are on the road to school readiness. BIHS uses the Creative Curriculum® for 
Preschool, a comprehensive, scientifically based early childhood curriculum. The Creative Curriculum® addresses goals in 
the Head Start Child Development and Early Learning Framework and serves as a guide for staff in the provision of 
materials and activities to support children's goals. 
 
BIHS has partnered with the Inyo County State Preschool Division which utilizes the Desired Results for Children and 
Families (DRDP). The Head Start Act (as amended in 2007) promotes alignment with the Head Start Early Learning 
Framework, Curriculum, Assessment, and State Standards. In California, these standards are the Preschool Learning 
Foundations. In addition, Head Start has just recently introduced the Head Start Child Development and Early Learning 
Framework which was formerly the Head Start Child Outcomes Framework. The revised Framework will guide programs as 
they serve children aged three to five by addressing key elements of school readiness and program

The California Department of Education Child Development Division Desired Results (DR) system is designed to improve 
the quality of programs and services provided to all children, birth through 12 years of age, who are enrolled in early care

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and education programs and before-and after-school programs, and their families. Desired Results are defined as 
conditions of well-being for children and families. Each Desired Result defines an overall outcome. The DR system was 
developed based on six Desired Results – four for children and two for their families.  

The Desired Results for Children and Families 

DR1: Children are personally and socially competent 
DR2: Children are effective learners 
DR3: Children show physical and motor competence 
DR4: Children are safe and healthy 
DR5: Families support their child’s learning and development 
DR6: Families achieve their goals 

The DR system implemented by the California Department of Education (CDE) is a comprehensive approach that facilitates 
the achievement of the Desired Results identified for children and families. California is one of the very few states in the 
nation that has developed its own system designed specifically for measuring child progress toward desired outcomes. The 
system is aligned to both the state's learning and development foundations for early care and education programs and the 
content standards for kindergarten. 

Components of the DR System 

The DR system consists of the following components: 
1. Desired Results Developmental Profile© (DRDP©) assessment instruments 
2. Desired Results Parent Survey 
3. Environment Rating Scales (ERS) 
4. Program Self Evaluation 

BIHS also works with the Bishop school district in Inyo County to enhance the transition procedure for children entering 
kindergarten. This includes coordinating visits to the child's new school and visits by the school to the child's Head Start 
classroom. Head Start teachers meet with public school kindergarten teachers to exchange child portfolios and discuss the 
child's preschool experience. In addition, BIHS collaborated with the Inyo County Superintendent of Schools, Child 
Development Division to formulate Shared Kindergarten Skills from A-Z Can you tell if I’m ready? The A-Z parent-teacher 
friendly chart was based on the Preschool Learning Foundations developed by the California Department of Education. All 
BIHS classrooms and parents have received this chart during parent teacher conferences.  

The Bishop Indian Head Start has made significant progress on the alignment of our school readiness goals by referring to 
Section 2 of the Alignment between the California Preschool Foundations and the Head Start Child Development and Early

Screenings 

BIHS utilizes the Dial 4 as a standardized developmental screening tool. The Dial 4 meets Federal mandates. Assesses the 
five areas mandated by federal law for preschool assessment. Appropriate for Head Start screening. DIAL-4 is an 
individually administered screening test designed to identify young children in need of further diagnostic assessment. The 
Dial 4 developmental screening gives teachers a snap shot of what the child is able to do at one specific point of time. It 
should not be a reflection of the child’s overall performance. It is not an assessment of the child; therefore a child’s 
individual development plan should not be used solely on this screening.  

BIHS utilizes The Devereux Early Childhood Assessment (DECA). A nationally normed assessment of within-child 
protective factors in preschool children aged two to five.

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10. Question: How do we look to see if our curriculum includes experience to support children’s learning in the 5 domain 
areas in the framework?  
 
BIHS reviews, compares, and aligns common curriculum goals and objectives to the 5 domain areas in the framework with 
collaborative partners. For example in 2015-2016, BIHS collaborated with Toiyabe Indian Health Project to plan activities for 
children and families based on preventive care. Our Health Advisory/Nutrition Committee includes a Licensed Vocational 
Nurse and a Registered Dietician. Toiyabe Indian Health Project provided each classroom with a nutrition and physical 
activity program. The program is designed to stimulate all senses of young children: touch, smell, sight, sound and taste. 
(Lana the Iguana Likes to Eat Fruit and Vegetables) Our Registered Dietician communicates regularly with staff regarding 
monthly nutrition activities.   
 

Community Partnership Funding Support for 5 Domain Areas 
 
History: In 2012-2013 our Health, Nutrition, and Curriculum, Advisory Committee and our Health and Disabilities Manager 
was awarded from Inyo County First 5 $2,500 “Growing Healthy Kids” grant supporting the continuation of addressing health 
and nutrition education and activities for children, parents, family, the community. BIHS was also awarded $22,000 from 
Inyo County First 5 for creating a Natural Outdoor Classroom to support the health, mental health, and overall wellbeing for 
our Head Start Community. 2013-2014, BIHS was awarded from Inyo County First 5 $15,000 to fund Parent, Family, and 
Community Engagement needs. The funding was used to purchase computers and technology supplies for a new Parent 
Resource Room, Love and Logic parenting curriculum and library, host family gatherings and parent incentives for 
participating in community engagement activities.  In 2013-2014, BIHS continues to partner with Toiyabe Indian Health 
Project to bring wellness specialist to educate staff, children, and families on topics such as nutrition, dental and physical 
wellness. Toiyabe Indian Health Project grant writer for Dental Service for children informed BIHS that Head Start children 
were showing great progress in early dental care! Dental and over all wellness in children are essential to children’s school 
readiness success! Since 2011, we have partnered with Edison International for the purpose of supporting community 
needs and priorities. Edison International has awarded BIHS a total of $51,500.00 to fund our Broad School Readiness 
Goals and objectives. Program Year 2014-2015, BIHS was awarded $10,000 for a School Garden from our Community 
Partner-Toiyabe Indian Health Project Racial and Ethnic Approaches to Community Health. Year 2-2015-2016 BIHS 
received an additional $7,425.00. Program Year 2014-2015, BIHS was awarded $16,750 to expand the Outdoor Classroom 
from our Community Partner-Toiyabe Indian Health Project Partners in Community Health. Year 2-2015-2016 BIHS 
received an additional $23,000 to purchase large muscle growth equipment. The purpose of our Partnership is garden 
improvements and community outreach to improve the probability of healthy eating for Bishop Indian Head Start participants 
and others, as appropriate. BIHS collaborated with Community Partners and expanded the Outdoor Classroom by 19,000 
square feet. A chain link fence was installed, irrigation system, grass seed was sown, several fruit and nut trees planted, 
and fruit and herb plants. BIHS provided several opportunities for parents, caregivers, and teachers to engage in overall 
wellness activities in a healthy environment. Since 2011, BIHS has outreached to Community Agencies to support our 
School Readiness goals and school wide needs to achieve our objectives, as a result we have been awarded approximate 
$139,175.00 in funding resources and materials.  BIHS uses ongoing monitoring to maintain facilities, materials, equipment, 
transportation, and technology systems. For example, BIHS obtained a new school bus, security camera, outdoor play 
equipment, classroom supplies, security doors and latches, 7-New Wireless Computers! In addition, Shelter in Place 
Equipment, First Aid and CPR Equipment, including and AED defibulator. Outdoor Expansion Garden promotes healthy 
foods, family engagement, and volunteers. Our focus in 2015-2016, and for the next five program years is to maximize 
training opportunities for our teachers in the knowledge on how to maximize the use of these materials and resources 
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BIHS uses ongoing monitoring and reporting to ensure the curriculum includes experiences to support children’s 
learning in the 5 domain areas in the framework. 

¶ Providing ongoing training to teaching team in the 5 domain areas, including college courses successfully passed in 
these areas of early childhood development. 

¶ Activities on the lesson plan demonstrate understanding of the 5 essential domains, as well as, other domains listed 
in the framework. Individualization of each child’s learning goals are illustrated in the lesson plan.  

¶ BIHS will utilize the curriculum feedback form on a regular basis to self-assess if the curriculum goals are being 
met. 

¶ BIHS will utilize the curriculum feedback form as a checklist to set up and maintain the learning environment in 
order to provide experiences to support children’s learning in the 5 domain areas in the framework.  

 
11. Question: How does our assessment of children look at what they are learning through the curriculum experiences? 
Are we finding that our assessment covers the 5 domains?  
 
BIHS measures the progress of the children at three checkpoints during the school year, in order to assess the 
effectiveness of the current curriculum, learning materials, strategies, training and qualifications of the education staff. 
Teachers maintain a systematic approach toward assessing children to identify: 

¶ Home language 

¶ Special Interest (based on life experience-cultural)/likes and dislikes 

¶ Strengths/Needs 

¶ Preferred learning styles 
Yes, BIHS has found that our assessment covers the 5 domains because BIHS collects data pertaining to education about 
children and families in order to track and assess what children are learning through the curriculum experience. BIHS has 
utilized the Creative Curriculum Continuum Assessment System to obtain useful information about children’s knowledge, 
skills, and progress by observing, documenting, analyzing, and reviewing children’s work over time. The Creative 
Curriculum Continuum Assessment System produces reports that align the Head Start Domains to the Creative Curriculum 
50 goals and objectives. From the the program year 2010-2011 and current program year 2013-2014, BIHS has completed 
the transition from The Creative Curriculum Continuum Assessment System to the Desired Results for Children and 
Families (DRDP). The Head Start Act (as amended in 2007) promotes alignment with the Head Start Early Learning 
Framework, Curriculum, Assessment, and State Standards. In California, these standards are the Preschool Learning 
Foundations.  
 
In addition to the (DRDP) assessment tool the following are used by the BIHS staff as part of the ongoing assessment 
system:  

¶ Parent observations 

¶ Health History 

¶ Health Screenings 

¶ Mental Health (DECA-1x)

¶ Developmental Screenings (Dial 4 1x a year) 

¶ Children’s portfolios  
 
The Head Start Director/Education Manager/Health and Disabilities Manager provide training and technical assistance on 
the ongoing assessment system.  
 
The BIHS teachers follow three basic steps: 

A. Collecting facts 
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¶ Weekly observations and documentation of children’s learning 

¶ Maintain individual portfolios with children’s work examples 
B. Analyzing and evaluating facts 

¶ Analyzing facts-decide what steps are next for each child 

¶ Evaluating children’s progress-document observations to reflect progress 

¶ Evaluate own performance as teachers-what can they do to increase child’s learning.  
C. Planning for each child in the group.   

¶ Using information to make decisions 

¶ Planning for each child using their individual goals as a guide 

¶ Planning for groups of children  
 
BIHS Director/Education Manager will complete a report on group progress. The report should summarize the progress of 
the individual children and groups of children. In addition, evaluate program effectiveness and plan accordingly.  
 
Teachers will meet to analyze the data collected on a monthly basis and at the three checkpoints to assess: 

¶ Children’s progress and accomplishments in all 5 essential domain areas. 

¶ Guide curriculum planning, implementation and individualization  

¶ Inventory of materials and supplies 

¶ Measure outcomes for program self-assessment  

¶ Plans for future staff training 
 
At the end of the year the BIHS Director/Education Manager will compile all data from classrooms and analyze the trends 
groups of children demonstrate in order to continue with program self-assessment documentation and program planning.   
 
12. Questions: How are we doing with our ongoing assessment of children’s progress? Have we created a program-wide 
summary of how children are doing in our program? What have we learned about the children we have served this year? 
 
During the Month of November, BIHS teaching staff completed the Desired Results Development Profile© on each BIHS 
student. Each student must have a DRDP within the first 30 days of enrollment. During the same month, each BIHS 
classroom was observed by Inyo County State Preschool Division using the Environment Rating Scale Summary of 
Findings (ECERS-R). Parent-Teacher Conferences were also conducted during fall and winter to review each child’s 
DRDP and progress of Kindergarten Readiness goals with their parents. Each classroom Lead Teacher completed a 
Desired Results Developmental Profile Summary of Findings for the age group they teach. The BIHS Director compiled 
all four classroom reports to formulate a program-wide action plan utilizing the DRDP Summary of Findings. Parent 
Teacher Transition conferences are planned for May with each Head Start Family.  In the Month of March BIHS teaching 
staff completed the second Desired Results Development Profile© on each BIHS student. This data was compared to 
Fall outcomes for the purpose of analyzing progress in all learning domains and specifically in the designated BIHS School 
Readiness Goals.  
 
 BIHS Teachers complete the Kindergarten Assessment with each student and discuss the results with BIHS parents during 
parent-teacher conferences in the Spring. The completed assessments are returned to the Bishop Elementary Kindergarten 
Team to be used for placement. The BIHS team reviews outcomes, sets SR goals and plan activities with families to 
prepare children for Kindergarten based on Kindergarten Assessments and the DRDP Spring outcomes.  BIHS Teaching 
Team and the Kindergarten Team hold an annual collaborative meeting in the Spring to discuss the progress and individual 
learning needs of each student transitioning into Kindergarten. The team also discussed the progress of the current 
Kindergarten children that transitioned from BIHS.  The results of this discussion assist the BIHS Teaching Team to adjust 
BIHS School Readiness Goals. The outcomes of the collaborative meeting will also serve as a tool to measure progress of 
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BIHS curriculum. In addition, BIHS will assess curriculum strengths and weaknesses program-wide towards meeting 
Kindergarten Readiness Goals. Target areas will be identified and an action plan will be prepared for each area of need.  
 
Prior School Readiness Goals addressed: In 2011-2012, based on parent teacher conferences, teacher observations, and 
the DRDP Summary of Findings we had found that changes in the classroom staff and environment can have significant 
impact on children’s progress. It is essential to have ongoing teacher training and workshops on the 5 essential domain 
areas. We found key findings from the Developmental Profile to be in:

Each plan addresses classroom needs, materials, resources, and training that will be needed to support school readiness 
success.  (See detailed plans at the end of this report.) 
 
School Readiness meeting discussion results:   
 
Areas of strength: technology, fine Arts, music and dance, identifies upper and lower case letters, writes first name with 
appropriate capital and lower case letters, writes letters, follows one and two step directions, matches numbers to a 
collection of objects, identifies shapes, names the days of the week, students understand and describe simple addition and 
subtraction, social skills, and knows address.  School Readiness meeting scheduled for May 4, 2015: Participants-Bishop 
Elementary Principal, Lead Kindergarten Teacher, BIHS Director, BIHS Lead Teachers, and Policy Council and Community 
Representative.  
Request from Kindergarten Teachers: Expose preschool children to solid shapes; counting to 100; and recognize 
numbers 1-20; pictures of the presidents, flags, and school attendance. Kindergarten Teachers also requested for Pre-
school Teachers to continue to work on upper and lower case letters, writing first name, and recognize last name. Over-all, 
BIHS children are prepared for Kindergarten. School Readiness meeting scheduled for May 4, 2015: Participants-Bishop 
Elementary Principal, Lead Kindergarten Teacher, BIHS Director, BIHS Lead Teachers, and Policy Council and Community 
Representative. 
 Transition Activities:  Kindergarten Visit in April 30th 2015, Bishop Elementary will pick up our children, including Bishop 
State Preschool, Little Promises, IMACA Head Start, Grace Lutheran Preschool, Discovery Point Preschool, West Bishop 
State Preschool, Country School House, and Rainbow Preschool.   During the Kindergarten tour preschool children will 
interact with Kindergarten students and teachers. Transitioning preschoolers will have an opportunity to visit each classroom 
and Kindergartners assist preschoolers with hands-on activities. Included in the tour is a visit to the library, health office, 
cafeteria, and Liaison’s office.  BIHS Teachers will continue to meet with Kindergarten Teachers to discuss School 
Readiness transitions.  

 
13. Question: Based upon what we know about the progress of children, do we need to offer additional support to ensure 
the progress of children?  
 
Yes, Additional support is needed to strengthen our classrooms based on the CLASS Observation tool.  

1. Teaching Team will continue receive CLASS training in Instructional Support strategies. The training and materials will 
be provided by funding from both State and Federal funding. Teaching team will complete online training on “Looking at 
CLASS Classrooms” (20 hours-online training). The Education Manager will obtain training from Teach stone to become 
certified as a CLASS Observer. Funding will be provided through T/TA funding.  Progress: All Teachers completed 20 
hours, BIHS Director is certified CLASS Observer. Goal: Continued for the next five program years.  

2. Teaching team will illustrate the strategies to be modeled in weekly lesson plan to ensure the following: Concept 
Development, Quality of Feedback, and Language Modeling. Progress: Goal achieved and will continue for the next five 
program years.  

3. Teachers will continue receive training in the use of state preschool curriculum framework strategies for language and 
literacy development. Progress: Goal achieved and will continue for the next five program years. 

4. Teachers will receive training in the use of Head Start Positive Child Outcome and Parent and Community 
Engagement Framework and how it relates to school readiness. Progress: Goal achieved and will continue for the next 
five program years.

The observer explained that for [using language to develop reasoning skills] “was observed but inconsistent, and teachers 
need to take it to the next level.” A OHS trainer suggested teachers ask themselves, “Did I make them think?” Open ended 
questions are a solid start, but back and forth conversations need to increase. Teachers will continue to work on their 
individual professional growth plans and training. BIHS will continue to keep parents and families informed as we collect 
data on Child Outcomes. ECERS 2015-2016, indicated an increase in Activities, Interactions remained the same, and all 
other general areas showed a decrease. Summer 2016, BIHS Director will summarize all 43 areas and compare the 
outcome scores.  
 
BIHS continues receives additional support in age appropriate curriculum to ensure children’s progress from Bishop Paiute 
Tribal Council, Policy Council, Bishop Paiute Culture Center, Altrusa International, First 5, First Bloom, Master Gardeners, 
Toiyabe Indian Health Project, Culture/ Paiute Language Project, SELPA, National Park Service, Owens Valley Career 
Development Center, Elm-Pine Street School, Bishop Paiute Tribe Environmental, Bishop Sheriff, Police, and Fire 
Department, Indian Health Service, Inyo County Child Development Division, IMACA Head Start,  and the CPIN (California 
Preschool Instructional Network) TERO, and Tribal TANF. In addition, we receive enriching hands on activities from 
Chalfant Tree farm, Post Office, Great Basin Bakery, Orange Lutheran High School, and Manor Market.  
 
14. Question: When will our program look at the mid-year progress of children? 
 
The BIHS Teaching Team will evaluate the progress of children by analyzing the data (observations) in the 5 domain areas 
in the framework at three checkpoints a year: 
ü Fall-(October/November) 
ü Winter-(January/February) 
ü Spring-(April/May) 

 
Each child’s DRDP is evaluated for progress during November, March and May/June. Program-wide progress of the DRDP 
is evaluated in December and again in April/May. The Self-Evaluation of the BIHS program begins in fall and planning 
reports are finalized in spring.

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The Developmental Levels  

The number of levels in a measure varies depending on the competencies that are 
appropriate for that measure’s developmental continuum. The levels are organized 
under four categories from early infancy up to kindergarten entry: Responding, 
Exploring, Building, and Integrating:  

Responding (Earlier, Later)  

Knowledge, skills, or behaviors that develop from basic responses (through using 
senses and through actions) to differentiated responses.Children generally engage in 
back-and-forth interactions with familiar adults and communicate through nonverbal 
messages. 

Exploring (Earlier, Middle, Later)  

Knowledge, skills, or behaviors that include active exploration including purposeful 
movement, purposeful exploration and manipulation of objects, purposeful 
communication, and the beginnings of cooperation with adults and peers.Children 
generally begin this period by using nonverbal means to communicate and, over time, 
grow in their ability to communicate verbally or use other conventional forms of 
language. 

Building (Earlier, Middle, Later)  

Knowledge, skills, or behaviors that demonstrate growing understanding of how people 
and objects relate to one another, how to investigate ideas, and how things 
work.Children use language to express thoughts and feelings, to learn specific early 
literacy and numeracy skills, and to increasingly participate in small group interactions 
and cooperative activities with others. 

Integrating (Earlier)  

Knowledge, skills, or behaviors that demonstrate the ability to connect and combine 
strategies in order to express complex thoughts and feelings, solve multi-step 
problems, and participate in a wide range of activities that involve social-emotional, 
self-regulatory, cognitive, linguistic, and physical skills.Children begin to engage in 
mutually supportive relationships and interactions. 

Note that the developmental levels for the ELD domain differ from the above format as 

they represent the developmental progression for the acquisition of English as a 

second language during the early childhood years.
