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Bishop Paiute Tribal Council is Notifying Land Assignment Holders Who Have Illegal Trailers, Travel Trailers, and RVs Parked Unlawfully on Their Land Assignments to Remove Them Immediately
Bishop, CA. November 29, 2022: The Bishop Paiute Tribal Council is receiving numerous complaints regarding the number of illegal trailers, travel trailers and RVs parked unlawfully on tribal members’ land assignments. Tribal  Council acknowledges this activity is conducted without any concern for the health and safety of neighbors and/or the community as well as violating Tribal Law pursuant to the Rental Minimum Housing Standards Ordinance, Nuisance Ordinance, Trespassing Ordinance, Tribal Environmental Policy Ordinance, Water & Sewer Policy, and the 1962 Land Ordinance.
    This is a very serious problem and has become more prevalent and the Tribal Council has a concern with the disregard of the health and safety of our tribal members and our tribal community.  The Tribal Council has begun to address these issues by taking necessary action and beginning with this press release.
This press release is to inform all land assignment holders to remove all illegal trailers, travel trailers and RVs parked unlawfully on their land assignments. At assignment holder’s expense. Illegally meaning: an occupied or non-occupied trailer, travel trailer and or RV that is not properly connected to the water and sewer system and not authorized to be there by the Tribe through the Temporary Use Permit (TUP) process through the Public Works Department .  After 30 days from this notice, should you not follow these orders, tribal staff may issue fines per trailer, travel trailer and RV to the land assignment holder and start the paperwork to issue formal action that may lead to the cancellation of land assignments through Tribal Council action. This notification will be considered your first warning.
